See the enclosed Youth 
Recognition Nomination Form for details. Nomination forms for youth recognition must be completed and returned 
by Friday, September 3, 2010.  Organizations that nominate youth are encouraged to have a representative present 
at the event. 

 
♦ RECOMMEND talented youth groups to our Youth Expo Planning Committee that are interested in presenting 

positive, up-lifting performances. Our committee is in the process of identifying youth choirs, singers, dancers, 
rappers, and other types of performers for consideration. You may contact D’Shawn Johnson at 566-3382, no later 
than Wednesday, September 1, 2010, to recommend youth performers, or send completed forms to the Urban 
League by that date.   Opportunities are limited so please act quickly. 

 
3. PROMOTE participation in the Youth Expo by encouraging and enabling youth involved with your organization to attend
