Through the Urban Youth Golf Program, economically disadvantaged youths
learn the rules, etiquette and history of golf, while spending time with role
models, PGA professionals and community leaders who use the time for
teaching and mentoring.

Referrals are encouraged and may come from coaches, principals and
counselors, as well as church, business and civic leaders.
